A few months ago, Owen, named for the road in Blackshear, Georgia where he |

was found, was part of a transport of dogs AAC received from Georgia. At two
years old, he is a quiet, calm guy who really enjoys attention and all the affec-
tion he can get. Soon after his arrival, we discovered that Owen had been shot
in his left shoulder. Veterinarians concluded that the bullet fragments were
buried deeply in the muscle tissue of his shoulder and recommended leaving :
the fragments alone with Animal Adoption Center monitoring his mobility and 1

his health while working tirelessly to find him a loving new home.

We began giving Owen an organic supplement called methylsulfonylmethane
(MSM) to address pain and inflammation and to aid in the recovery of the dam-
aged soft tissue in his shoulder. He responded very quickly to the supplement
while also becoming a staff and volunteer favorite. He quickly found a loving

home and his family reached out to us, saying, “I just wanted everyone to know

was there and giving me the opportunity to meet him.”

Unfortunately, stories involving injuries like Owen’s are more common than p}

people realize.

In May of 2011, Animal Adoption Center took in
a young cat named Shelly. She
was scared and standoffish,
but we knew that she just
needed time and the chance to
get settled.
